Kolkata  Around a month after heavy vehicles were restricted on the 
key Tallah Bridge in north Kolkata, the bus operators on Route 
number 230, that connects Kamarhati in North 24 Parganas to the 
city, have decided to withdraw the services from November 1, 
rendering nearly 400 jobless. On the other hand, the state 
government will start minibus services from Dunlop on Friday, 
with 100 new vehicles on three routes.The number of Bus 230, 
plying on the Kamarhati-Sealdah-Alipore route, had already come 
down in the last two days, but the vehicles will completely be taken 
off the road from Friday, with the operators citing mounting losses 
following route diversion.“The bus was taking several hours to 
reach Alipore from Kamarhati because of the change in route. We 
were facing losses of at least Rs 2,000 per day,” said a bus driver on 
condition of anonymity.As many as 24 bus routes, handled by 
private agencies, were diverted as the 57-year-old Tallah Bridge 
was declared very critical and out of bounds for vehicles weighing 
above three tonnes by the administration.Several buses have been 
withdrawn by the operators after their routes were diverted as only 
vehicles weighing below three tonnes were allowed to ply on the 
bridge at a restricted speed of 10 km per hour. Experts have 
suggested to demolish and rebuild it.Meanwhile, 100 more buses 
will start operating from Dunlop from November 1.

“From November, new buses (24-seater) will start operating from 
Dunlop,” said state Transport Minister Suvendu Adhikari.

The minibusses will ply on three diverted routes, but original fares 
will be charged. West Bengal Transport Corporation is already 
running 28 buses (34-seater) on diverted routes.Transport 
Department had also started two new auto-rickshaw services on 
Sinthi More- Shyambazar route.

“The Tallah Bridge problem is not temporary and it will take a long 
time to come up with a permanent solution, hence everything is 
being done to ensure daily commuters have less problem,” said an 
official.

ED opposes 
Chidambaram’s bail 
plea in High Court 
citing gravity of 

offences
New Delhi : The Enforcement Directorate 
(ED) on Saturday opposed in the Delhi 
High Court the bail plea of former union 
minister P Chidambaram in the INX Media 
money laundering case, saying the gravity of 
offences allegedly committed by him does not 
entitle him for the relief.
The ED, in its affidavit filed in response to 
74-year-old Chidambaram’s bail petition, 
said the contention of the senior Congress 
leader that no offence is made out against 
him is “untenable in law” and his plea is 
liable to be rejected. 
The matter is listed 
for hearing on Monday 
before Justice Suresh 
Kait, who had asked the 
probe agency to respond 
to Chidambaram’s bail 
plea. Chidambaram, 
who was granted bail by 
the Supreme Court on 
October 22 in the INX 
media corruption case, 
is lodged in Tihar Jail 
under judicial custody 
in the ED’s money 
laundering case.
